Typography is
Tthe cfficicnt mcans to an csscntially utilitavian and only accidcentally
acsthetic cnd, for enjoyment of patterns is rarvrcly the rcadoer’'s chicf aim.
thcercforce, any disposition of printing matcrial which, whatcver the
intention, has the cffect of coming between author and rcadoer is wrong.
It follows that in thce printing of boolks mcant to be vrcad there is littic
room for "bright” typography. Even dullness and monotony in the
typcesctting arce far less vicious to a rcadoer than typographical

cccentricity or plcasantry.
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
